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Memorandum of Understanding
between
Statistics Korea of the Republic of Korea,
the International Statistical Institute,
Busan Metropolitan City
and
the Korean Statistical Society
on

the Organization of the 66™ IST World Statistics Congress

Statistics Korea (hereinafter referred to as “KOSTAT”) of the Republic of Korea, the
International Statistical Institute (hereinafter referred to as the “ISI”), Busan
Metropolitan City (hereinafter referred to as “Busan”) and the Korean Statistical
Society (hereinafter referred to as the “KSS”) (hereinafter referred to as the

“Participants”);

Considering that KOSTAT is the national statistical office of the Republic of Korea,
the purpose of which is to lead the development of national statistics and produce

and provide reliable statistics to its users;

Considering that the ISI is an international non-governmental organization
composed of individual and institutional members with a mission to lead, support,
and promote the understanding, development and good practice of statistics and

data science worldwide, by providing a core global network for statistics;

Considering that Busan is the second largest city and number one trading hub in

Korea, with a population of 3.4 million and a total area of 770 square kilometers;




Considering that the KSS is a pioneering academic society dedicated to the
advancement of the science of statistics and of related research and academic
activities, which aims to promote and support the academic endeavors of its

members;

Recalling that in March 2023, KOSTAT submitted its bid application to host the 66"
ISI World Statistics Congress (ISI WSC 2027) in the Republic of Korea;

Recalling further that ISI communicated through an email dated July 10, 2023 that
KOSTAT and its collaborative partners had won the tender, and during the ISI
WSC 2023, the ISI officially declared that Busan would be the host city of the ISI
WSC 2027; and

lay the foundation for exploring opportunities for cooperation and collaboration and
to implement their respective activities in a more effective and beneficial manner, in

order to successfully prepare for and organize the ISI WSC 2027;

the Participants have reached the following understanding:

Paragraph 1
Objective

1. The objective of this Memorandum of Understanding (hereinafter referred to as
the “MOU”) is to establish a non-exclusive cooperative framework to forge
cooperation between and define the roles of the Participants, with the aim of
successfully organizing the ISI WSC 2027 hosted at the Busan Exhibition and
Convention Center (BEXCO) from July 8 to July 15, 2027.

2. Such activities and any other activities decided upon jointly by the Participants
shall be aligned with the organizational objectives, functions, policies, and

procedures of each of the Participants.




Paragraph 2

Roles and Responsibilities

1. The Participants will carry out following roles and responsibilities in association
with the organization of the ISI WSC 2027 and will jointly decide on any major
alterations and additional matters through consultation with one another.

a. specific roles and responsibilities of the ISI include the following:

(i) preparing for and organizing the ISI WSC 2027 (hereinafter referred to as the
“Congress”) as its host and, through consultation with the other Participants,
planning and managing the overall operation of the Congress, organizing
relevant committees, and creating the programme, including the details of the
scientific programme, satellite meetings, side events, courses, and more;

(i) in consultation with KOSTAT and the other Participants, creating, managing,
and executing detailed budgetary plans, including in-kind budget items, related
to the preparation and organization of the Congress; and

(iii) engaging in consultations with KOSTAT and the other Participants immediately
upon the occurrence of any major changes during the course of the

preparation for and organization of the Congress.

b. specific roles and responsibilities of KOSTAT include the following;:

(i) assisting in the preparation for and the organization of the Congress as its
organizer;

(ii) making every effort to secure the full amount of funding as indicated in its
bid application, following the budgeting process of the Korean government.
Within the scope of the final funds to be secured, providing necessary
financial support for A) procuring the Congress venue, including the selection
of a Professional Congress Organizer (PCO), B) supporting statistical capacity
building programmes, especially for developing nations, C) covering travel
expenses for delegates from underdeveloped nations, among other expenses,
as well as engaging in separate consultation sessions with the ISI, as needed,
to determine detailed budgetary plans by category and to discuss matters
related to their execution;

(iii) creating and operating an Advisory Committee for ISI WSC 2027 to support

the Congress and associated events;

(iv) exerting maximum effort to recruit sponsors from within the government,

private sector, and other entities.




c. specific roles and responsibilities of Busan include the following;:

(i) as a supporter and the host city of the Congress, overseeing the overhaul of
infrastructure and providing the necessary administrative support for the
operation of the Congress; and

(ii) striving to secure financial support for the Congress by recruiting organizational
and individual sponsors, including the Busan Tourism Organization, other

related entities within the jurisdiction of Busan, and private sector enterprises.

d. specific roles and responsibilities of the KSS include the following:

(i) as a supporter of the Congress, actively engaging in developing the scientific
programme, including supporting both the invited and contributed paper sessions;

(ii) striving to secure financial support by recruiting organizational and individual
sponsors, including its related organizations and private sector enterprises; and

(i) encouraging its organizational and individual members from academic
societies, universities, research institutes, and other institutions to participate in

the Congress to maximize attendance.

2. The Participants may exchange information and hold consultations, as necessary
and appropriate, in the interest of identifying additional collaborative areas and
concrete activities in which effective and practical cooperation may be possible
within the framework of this MOU. Any exchange of information among the
Participants will be subject to their respective policies and procedures governing

information access and confidentiality.

3. The Participants may hold joint consultations from time to time to discuss other
related activities. Resulting decisions will be finalized in writing and will be in

accordance with the respective policies and procedures of each of the Participants.

4. To facilitate the implementation of this MOU, the Participants may, when
necessary, collectively discuss and develop an action plan (hereinafter referred to as
the “Action Plan”) after the entry into effect of this MOU. The Action Plan may be

assessed annually and modified by mutual consent of the Participants.

5. To facilitate the implementation of the Action Plan, the Participants may conduct
virtual cooperative meetings on a regular and/or ad-hoc basis. If conditions require
any of the Participants to visit the other Participants for in-person meetings, each

of the Participants will bear its own travel expenses and other associated costs.




Paragraph 3

General Understanding

1. This MOU does not create any legally binding rights or obligations under

international law.

2. Any differences relating to the interpretation or implementation of this MOU will
be resolved amicably through consultation and negotiation between the Participants,

without resorting to arbitration involving any third party, international court, or tribunal.

3. None of the Participants may wuse the names, symbols, or abbreviations
associated with other Participants unless they explicitly obtain prior written consent
from the concerned Participant(s). Nor will the Participants use any intellectual
property of the other Participants, including visual representations such as
organization titles, trademarks, logos, or designs, without prior written consent from

the concerned Participant(s).

Paragraph 4
Modification

Modification of any parts of this MOU may only be made with the mutual written

consent of the Participants.

Paragraph 5

Entry into Effect and Termination
1. This MOU will come into effect on the date of signature by the Participants.

2. The effective period of this MOU will automatically end immediately after the
conclusion of the ISI WSC 2027, terminating on July 15, 2027 at 23:59 KST.

3. Each of the Participants may deliver this MOU to the other Participants after
signing each of the four counterparts of this MOU, which may take the form of
scanned PDF files. Each of the four counterparts is regarded as the original, and

together they will form a single identical arrangement for this MOU.
